How is a music mission trip different from 
other kinds of mission trips, like medical or 
construction missions?  Usually, it is more in-
volved in direct evangelism than other kinds of 
mission trips.  A medical mission trip is primar-
ily concerned with setting up a clinic and 
meeting people’s health needs first, and then 
sharing the Gospel or a testimony as the Lord 
provides an opportunity.  Construction missions 
have the goal of completing a project, such as 
building a church building, building a dam or 
digging a well.  Both are good and noble call-
ings for a mission trip.  And, while they may 
have some opportunities to share their faith 
while they are working, they provide support 
for others in the field who are doing the evan-
gelistic work. 
    Music missions are more involved with  
missionaries and pastors who are directly  
involved in evangelism.  A typical missions 
strategy would be to have a musical group 
give a public performance.  This draws a 
crowd and begins to soften and turn hearts to 
Christian themes.  Then the missionary or 
pastor presents the Gospel.  Often after a 
concert, all the musicians will go out to mingle 
and witness to the crowd.  So I need to pray 
and study to be ready to share through per-
sonal evangelism. 
    Music missions also involves a lot of walk-
ing and carrying (sometimes heavy) instru-
ments.  Setting up and tearing down can take 
more time than performing the concert itself.  
On this trip, a typical day involves breaking 
the 30-piece orchestra into small ensembles 
(4-6 players) for noontime, sidewalk concerts 
around town, then regrouping for set-up, re-
hearsal and an evening orchestra concert at a 
larger venue.
